Continue and expand law enforcement-sponsored or supported

programs that encourage the public to take an active role in preventing
crime, that provide information leading to the arrest and conviction of
offenders, that aid in the identification and recovery of stolen property,
and that increase liaison with private industry in improving security.

STRATEGIES:
1.

The Criminal Justice Services Board recommends that all
law enforcement agencies assign at least one employee,
full- or part-time, to plan and coordinate crime preven-
tion activities.

The Criminal Justice Services Board recommends that all
law enforcement agencies adopt written policy and pro-
cedure which establishes the agency's crime prevention
component and defines the relationship between all of
its organizational elements in pursuing crima prevention
activities. '

The Criminal Justice Services Board recommends that law
enforcement agencies actively establish Neighborhood Watch
programs and seek the active involvement of citizens in
crime prevention activities.

The Criminal Justice Services Board recommends that every
law enforcement agency include crime prevention concepts

in the development or revision of zoning policies, build-
ing codes, firecodes, and residential and commercial con-
struction building pemmits. Each law enforcement agency
should actively participate in the local community planning
process.

_CRIME PREVENTION

Standards in this chapter relate to the prevention, resistance, and
suppression of crime. Sub-chapters deal with, respectively, the organizational
and administrative elements of crime prevention, and the operational conside-
rations that should be brought to bear in establishing and maintaining crime
prevention proyrams,

Beyond stating their commitment to crime prevention, law enforcement
ayencies should establish policies, goals, and objectives by which their
commitment can be realized. In some agencies, the creation of a crime
prevention component may be called for; in others. Designating an individual
as responsible for crime prevention activities may suffice. In all agencies,
it should be understood that all officers and components are repsonsible for
achieving agency crime prevention goals, and should assist others in this
regard. In addition, the use of nonsworn officers and the elderly should be
encouraged and proyrams geared toward youth and youth groups developed.

Plans should be developed based on data indicating the types of crimes
that pose the greatest threat to the community and where (geographically)
criminal activity of this type is most prevalent. The plans behind specific
crime prevention programs should be designed with evaluation in mind. More
importantly, programs should be evaluated annually to determmine if they have
been effective in achieving stated goals.

The development of neighborhood watch groups should be fostered as should
provision of security surveys; and other related services. Once established,
neighborhood watch groups should not be allowed to "wither on the vine"; a
maintenance plan should be established and adhered to. The harassment of
citizens participating in such programs should be a chief concern of those
responsible for maintenance activities,

45.1 ORGANIZATION AND ADMINISTRATION

45.1.1 A written directive states that the agency is committed to the
development and perpetuation of community crime prevention programs.

Commentary: A firm commitment should be made by both the agency's chief
executive officer and high ranking administrative staff to the concept of
reducing crime through proactive crime prevention programs. Because a myriad
of proyrams and approaches exist in the field of crime prevention, each agency
will, of necessity, limit the scope of its activity to those programs and
approaches that best suit its needs. For this reason, all officers,
especially patrol officers engaged in field assignments, should be acquainted
with the specific approach and techniques their agency has chosen to use.

45.7.2 A written directive establishes the agency's crime prevention
canponent and defines the relationships between all organizational
elements of the agency in pursuing crime prevention activities.
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Commentary: Most law enforcement activities consist of reactive policing. No
[ess jegitimate, however, is the pursuit of the prevention of c¢rime. The key
to effective law enforcement lies in seeking a reasonable balance between the
two broad mandates. The creation of a crime prevention component is a major
step forward in achieving this balance. Preventing crime demands an
integrated, coordinated agency response. Therefore, for a crime prevention
component to meet its goals, it should maintain close ties with those
components that support, and make possible, the furtherance of the crime
prevention effort.

45,1.3 The agency has at least one employee whose responsibilities include
planning and coordinating crime prevention activities.

Commentary: The fact that an agency is small, does not exempt it from seeking
a reasonable balance between its reactive and proactive (crime prevention)
functions. Small agencies may actually be better equipped to prevent crime
owing to their officers' close personal ties with the commnity. The person
responsible for crime prevention should possess a wide general knowledge of
crime prevention theory and practice,

45.1.4 A written directive requires the crime prevention component to have
access to foreign language specialists.

Commentary: The success of community crime prevention efforts is predicated
on close interaction with the community. Wihtout appropriate language
capabilities, community interaction may be impossible in some cases.

45.2 OPERATIONS

45,2.1 A written directive establishes the agency's crime prevention priority
proyrams and provides for the following:

® the taryeting of programs by crime type and geographic area based on an
empirical analysis of local crime data; and

Q

the evaluation of all crime prevention programs at least annually.

Commentary: The agency should establish priorities for action. Based on
pertinent data, the agency should decide which crime type presents the
greatest problem; where the problem is most severe or where crime prevention
activities could be most productive; and what type of programs would be most
effective in combatting the problem. In addition, after a thorough evaluation
of both quantitative and qualitative elements of a program, a decision should
be made regarding whether the program should remain functioning as is, should
be modified, or should be discontinued.
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45,2.2 A written directive requires the agency to assist in organizing crime
pravention groups in residential areas targeted for such activity, as well as
on request.

Commentary: Crime prevention groups should form the nucleus of any
comprehensive crime prevention effort. All other services should be delivered
as a complement to this one indispensible service. Crime prevention groups
are generally comprised of 10 to 15 neighbors interested in mutual protection.

45.2.3 The ayency promotes crime prevention programs for all citizens and
proprietors in areas targeted for such activity.

Commentary: Of the many crime prevention proygrams that have been conceived
and implemented, a few have been found to be almost universally successful in
gither reducing victimization rates or leading to the recovery of stolen
property. Conducting security surveys, marking property indelibly, and
disseminating information to the community on prevailing types of local crime
are examples of activities that, when undertaken, can result in positive
outcomes. It is the intent of this standard that such programs be conducted
in areas targeted for crime prevention activity as well as on request.

45;2.4 A written directive requires the agency's crime prevention practitioner
to maintain liaison with interested community groups.

Commentary: Communities are comprised of individuals with diverse interests.
Crime prevention officers should attempt to incorporate in their plans and
programs the interests of those in the community, including the business
community, local citizens' orgyanizations, local civic associations, private
security agencies, and statewide associjations,

45,2.5 A written directive requires the agency to provdie crime prevention in
put into development and/or revision of zoning policies, building codes,
firecodes, and residential and commercial contruction building pemmits.

Commentary: The opportunity to be involved in this process is an integral
element in ensuring that crime prevention concerns are addressed prior to
construction. In many instances, the crime prevention component reviews, or
is given the opportunity to review, site plans of residential and commercial
construction or to comment upon proposed revisions to zoning or building
codes. This review and recommndation process is facilitated by policy
direction or by local ordinance, and the adoption of recommendations may be
mandatory or voluntary.

PULICY

Crime prevention is the anticipation, recognition, and appraisal of crime
risks and the initiation of action to remove or reduce such risks. The policy
of the department is to promote crime prevention using all department employees
in cooperation with the department's crime prevention unit to develop and
implement procedures and programs which reduce the opportunity for or lessen
the loss arising from crime.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this order is to set forth procedures for the delivery of
crime pravention services.

PRUCEDURES
1. Police officers, generally:

a. All officers upon request and when appropriate will provide
knowledyeable, instructive advice to the public concerning steps
which can be taken to reduce the opportunity for or lessen the
loss from crime,

b. All officers upon request and when appropriate will conduct brief
surveys of homes or small businesses and orally advise the owner
or occupant of security strengths and weaknesses.

c. All officers shall be aware of and where appropriate offer their
assistance to crime prevention activities taking place within
their assigned patrol area such as: neigborhood watch, business
watch, safe home and CB radio patrol.
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A1l officers shall make referrals to the appropriate resource
either within or outside the department in response to crime
prevention requests which exceed their knowledge or capability to
accommodate.

No of ficer or other employee of this department shall advise any
person that the use of any crime prevention suggestion or program
will prevent that person or any other person from becoming the
victim of a crime, but will only lessen the probability of
victimization,

Crime prevention activities undertaken by police officers will be
reported on daily activity reports or formally reported to the
department's crime prevention unit,

Crime prevention unit:

a.

The department's crime prevention unit is responsible for
developing, implementing and coordinating the department's crime
prevention program. This assignment of responsibility does not
relieve officers not assigned to the crime prevention unit of
being aware of and involved in crime prevention procedures and
actitivies.

The crime prevention unit will request and study trends of crimes
that are generally considered preventable and develop procedures
and programs t.o reduce the opportunity or lessen the loss from
crimes,

The crime prevention unit will consult with line police officers,
supervisory, and investigative personngl to gather information
concerning trends in crime, and public and police response to
them.

Crime prevention unit personnel will develop an expertise in all
phases of crime prevention including, but not limited to, the
following areas:

1) Security hardware

2) Alarmm/warning systems

3) Lighting

4) Basic construction practices

5) Media relations

6) Public speaking

7) Use of volunteers
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e. The crime prevention unit will establish a working relationship
with architects, developers, contractors, and others in the
building trades to identify and correct practices used in the
planning, design, and construction of any building and the
space surrounding it which create the opportunity for crime.

f. The crime prevention unit will contact and develop a working
relationship with local building officials, community planners,
and zoniny officials to review plans for new construction or
development within the community to identify and correct
components of those plans which may create unwanted crime
opportunities,

g. The crime prevention unit will establish a working relationship
with print and broadcast news media to prcmote and advertise
crime prevention procedures and programs,

h. The crime prevention unit will establish a working relationship
with professional, civic and community groups to develop, promote
and implement crime prevention programs,

i, The crime prevention unit will establish a working relationship
with other local, state, and national government and non-government
crime prevention programs to exchange information on past, current
and planned crime prevention activities.

j. The crime prevention unit will coordinate with fire prevention
personnel to insure that crime prevention procedures and programs
do not compromise the intent of fire safety programs and to insure
that fire safety programs do not compromise the intent of crime
prevention programs.

PRUGRAMS

1. 'Mandatory programs:

The crime prevention unit will develop, implement, and coordinate the
following mandatory crime prevention programs:

a. Neighborhood Watch (Business Watch) is the formal organization of
residents to enable them to deter crime in their neighborhood by
relying on their awareness of and concern for their fellow neigh-
bors to detect or discourage suspicious or criminal activity.

1) Requests to establish a neighborhood watch (business watch)
will be forwarded to the crime prevention unit for action,
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The crime prevention unit will make an introductory presen-
tation to the interested neighborhood watch group, maintain
contact with the group once established, and contact it at
least every three months,

Homes wishing to participate in neighborhood watch also must
participate in the security survey and Operation Identifi-
cation programs.

The crime prevention unit will maintain a list of all neigh-
borhood watch programs with names, addresses, and phone
numbers of leaders and block captains.

The crime prevention unit will provide monthly crime reports
to the neighborhood watch groups detailing the crimes which
have been reported in their specific neighborhoods."

The crime prevention unit will make arrangements to introduce
police officers to neighborhood watch groups in the areas
which those officers patrol.

Security survey:

A security survey is an evaluation of the security strengths and
weaknesses of a home or business and presenting that evaluation to
the owner or occupant for correction,

1)

Patrol beat officers are authorized to conduct brief surveys
of homes or small businesses upon request or if there is an
apparent need, time permitting. Only oral recommendations
are to be made.

Requests for in-depth surveys with written recommendatijons are
to be forwarded to the crime prevention unit, Surveys of any
large structure or facility are to be conducted by the crime
prevention unit.

The crime prevention unit will respond to perform security
surveys on request but also will use crime analysis data to
solicit security surveys in areas experiencing crime problems.
At least 25% of all security surveys performed by the crime
prevention unit will be solicited without specific requests.

All security surveys performed by officers are to be con-
sidered information offered to the poiice in the confidence
that it would be kept secret and not considered information
available through Freedom of Information Act Requests.

Cfficers making recommendations during security surveys will
not recommend any particular brand name product or device,
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Operation Identification:

Operation Identification is the retention of serial numbers or
other identifying marks property owners use to assist in the
jdentification and recovery of stolen property. When the property
has no serial number, the owner is encouraged to permanently
angrave the property in several places with an easily recognized
and traced identification mark such as a driver's license or a
Social "Security number,

1) The crime prevention unit will establish procedures for the
loan of engravers for persons wishing to identify their
property.

2) Reports of stolen or lost property will not be accepted unless
noted by the reporting officer where appropriate: the serial
number, the OP ID Number (Operation Identification Number) or
no identification number available.

Educational programs:

A variety of crime prevention educational programs are offered by
the department to community groups. Programs on specific¢ topics
are: personal security, prevention of sexual assault, shop-
1ifting, robbery prevention, child safety and others.

1) Requests for educational programs are to be forwarded to
and handled by the crime prevention unit.

2) Programs can be conducted at the department or anywhere in
the community for all age groups and interests.

3) The crime prevention unit can call upon the assistance of any
member of the department to assist in presenting an educa-
cational program.

Site plan review

Site plan review is the review of site plans for new development
or redevelopment to identify components of the plan which once
implemented may create crime opportunities and to make reasonable
recommendations to correct the crime related deficiencies in the
plan.

1) The crime prevention unit is responsible for all site plan
reviews.

2) The crime prevention unit will contact the community planning
department and request that it be allowed to review develop-
ment or redevelopment plans for security related strengths
and weaknesses, ’
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3) Crime prevention personnel will visit construction sites
and inTormally inspect projects for security strengths
and weaknesses and then make informal suggestions for
improvements to the appropriate project officials,

e. Optional programs:

1) New crime trends - As crime trends change, the need for
modified or new crime prevention programs develop. As new
needs arise, new programs will be offered.

a) The crime prevention unit will stay well informed on new
crime trends and plan new programs to meet the new needs.

b) The crime prevention unit will stay well informed of new
or innovative crime prevention programs which address old
crime problems in a new way or which address a cunp]ete]y
new form of crime and plan new programs as needed.

f. Other programs:

There are many other crime prevention programs targeted at
specific types of crimes. Many of these programs can be
incorporated into public educational programs or neighborhood
| watch activities as needed. Some of thkese programs are:
