DRAFT CODING INSTRUCTIONS

PROCEDURES : :

As far as possible, try to assemble all materials for each case in the coding room. Assemble
materials for 15-30 cases at a time. Some court offices do not permit materials to be taken
away -- the clerk's office is one of these, the State Attorney's Office may be as well. Keep
those sections of the form that require files from these offices as special details to be
completed in batches by one or two people whom you can train as 'specialists’ in those areas.
Determine how much notice these offices require to pull a certain number of files and try to
submit requests far enough in advance that you won't need to be waiting for materials. If files
must be returned at the end of the day, request only what you can reasonably expect to
complete in a day.

‘Submit lists of cases you need pulled from the files several days in advance to Connie

McNelis and Ivon Mesa. Ask them how much time they would like. Try to pace your
requests so that you never run out of work. Make a list of case files received each time; give
a copy to Connie and Ivon. Keep a record of when and what materials are returned. Assign
one person to print out criminal histories, case dockets and other data from CJIS. Assign one

~ person to take sets of forms to the clerk's office and code there those items that come from

the clerk's files. Be sure the coding room is locked when no one is working there. Keep the
coding room in good order to avoid confusion, mix-ups and loss of materials. Return all
materials promptly and in good order to the designated person in each office.

CONFIDENTIALITY: :

Please remember that all cases are strictly confidential and are not to be discussed outside the
coding room or with persons either not involved with the research project or not involved
with the DVCCU, DVCU or another agency providing the information. Furthermore,
because of the sensitivity of the material, work (i.e. cases) should not to be taken home or
taken elsewhere for coding under any circumstances.

Each person who works on this project, prior to handling any cases, must sign a
confidentiality agreement which must be returned to us.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

This draft instruction manual is intended to help you through the process of filling out what is
a rather complex coding form. It is intended that both the procedures and the manual will be
revised through some initial trial and error. However, make no arbitrary changes. If you
have questions or doubts concerning how to code a particular item or where to find the
information, ask your coding supervisor. Something that often happens in coding is that the
coders find that the range of choices offered for an item is incomplete and that they
repeatedly use options that are not on the list. It is often better to add a few more
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meaningful values than to have large numbers of cases coded 'other’ —- 'other’ is intended for
the odd case here and there. If you add codes: a) the supervisor should authorize it, 2) we
should know about it and 3) you should keep a list so that we and other coders know what
the additional values mean. Finally, you will notice all over the form that we ask you to write
in some additional information, or write in notes when in doubt, or 'specify', when you code

. an item as 'other’, what the 'other’ means. This way we can always go back to the coding
forms, however time consuming it may be, and extract a little more information that may be
very useful to us. Please take the time to write things in.

Information sources and the way in which they can be used will vary somewhat from one
sample to another. For example, for civil cases, the files of the DVCU, particularly intake
and petition for temporary injunction paperwork will be the main source of information on
the incident or incidents which created the case whereas for the misdemeanor samples, these
papers are background to the case if there happened to be an injunction in effect or they may
not even exist if there was no prior injunction. :

Some forms, memos and documents may appear in more than one place -- the original in one
file and copies in other files. In fact, this is usually the case.

" LOCATION OF MANUAL FILES:

AOC:

AOC (Administrative Office of the Courts) files are private information that contain the
DVCU Intake Packet and are located in Ivon Mesa's office. The DVCU is the civil side of
the court.

Clerk's Office:
The Court files are located down the hall at the Clerk's office and are public record.

Advocate Program: .

The Advocate Program files will contain quite a lot of the information that you will need
since all defendants/respondents in the sample become clients of that program. In these are
the Advocate's contract forms, court orders, conditions of probation or diversion, referrals to
treatment, monthly progress reports submitted by the treatment providers, the Advocate
Program's assessment, sometimes a criminal history, and case notes.

Advocate Programs CMS:

The Advocate Program also has a computerized information system which can be used to
some extent. It has a lot of basic client data (address, DOB, place of employment, charges,
as well as information on program status. '

Pretrial Services:

Misdemeanor domestic violence case are booked at a separate booking facility and go before
a Domestic Violence court judge for bond hearing in the afternoon. They are interviewed on
the standard pretrial services interview form. Mary Paulk maintains these files separately.
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They may be available for cases in our sample which are still open but we should look for
~ them as soon as possible. Once they go into storage they are virtually impossible to retrieve.

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CODING CONVENTIONS: -

Most items on the coding form take numeric values. If the appropriate code does not take up
the entire field, right justify the number and 'pad' with leading zeros to reduce the chance of
later data entry errors. A few items such as name and address fields are string variables, i.e.
they may contain numbers and/or letters. Entries in these fields should be left justified and no
padding with zeros is necessary. '

Date variables:

Enter all datesin a month/day/year format, allowing two digits and using leading zeroes for
each element if necessary. That is, a date of, let's say, January 1, 1994 would be entered as
'010194', not '__1194' or '001194' or '119400' or '1_1_94'(_1 194' would be acceptable but
prone to data entry errors). Not applicable codes for all dates are 999998 and missing values
codes are 999999. Occasional other codes are indicated on the coding form.

Missing values:
Data for any given item may be missing for a number of reasons. We generally treat missing

data in several different ways. With few exceptions (e.g. the long 'string' variables such as
address), indicated on the coding form, items:should not be left blank.

Sometimes the information you are looking for cannot be found — because it was not
recorded, because an interviewer never asked a question or the interviewee declined to
answer, etc. The convention for this is to enter a value of '9' for one block, '99' for two
blocks, etc. Except for long string variables (addresses) use these codes rather than blanks.

Sometimes a question will not apply or will be inappropriate in a given case, for example, a
date of arrest for a person who was not arrested, a bond hearing date for a person who did
not attend bond hearing, a date of release for a person who was either never detained or
never released, etc. Such items are missing because they are ‘not applicable' to the case. The
standard code for 'not applicable' or 'na' is '8 for a one column variable, '98' for two columns,
'998' for three columns, and so on. For a very small number of data items, we may want to
distinguish between several kinds of 'not applicable. These additional codes will be indicated
on the coding form. '

Sometimes missing data can be treated as negative information, but we have to be very
careful about doing this, especially when we are dealing with the more subjective forms of
data like treatment case notes and various kinds of interviews.

When you code the criminal history section, assume that if the request for 'priors' comes up
with no cases, the person has no prior arrests or convictions and all of these items can be
coded as '00". This is assuming that the request for 'priors' (a computer search) has been
carried out correctly. The questions about kinds of arrests or convictions might logically be
treated in two different ways. We might say that if a person had 0 prior arrests, each item
about a particular kind of rearrest might be coded as not applicable. Or, if there were no
prior arrests, each question about convictions might logically be 'not applicable’. While we
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could always go back and recode these questions one way or the other, we would prefer that
you consistently treat each item independently and code as 0 if it did not happen. Thus
number of arrests=0, number of serious personal arrests=0, number of convictions=0, and so
on. '

When you are dealing with information that comes from treatment files, again you may
generally assume that if, after a reasonable search, you find no mention of an event, it did not
happen. Thus, in items about various sorts of misconduct in treatment, if there is no mention
in case notes, no letters, no forms, etc., assume the particular misconduct did not happen and
enter '0'".

A NOTE ABOUT THE INCIDENT' USED AS POINT OF REFERENCE :
Throughout the coding form you will notice the 'incident’ used as a point of reference. With
misdemeanor offenses where there was no prior injunction, the 'incident' is the one that led to
the arrest. These cases are fairly straight forward. In cases involving a violation of an
injunction, the incident could be either the one that preceded and prompted the petition for an
injunction or the incident that constituted the violation. For a few items, we will ask for both,
calling the first the 'civil' incident and the second the 'criminal’ incident (if there was no civil
incident, code the first column as not applicable). Mostly we make reference to only one
incident. Use the more recent, the one that constituted the violation and led to the criminal
contempt charge. ' . -

CJRI Sequence Numbers:

As we submit sample lists to you, we will assign CJRI sequence numbers to the cases. Do
not renumber cases, even if you have to skip cases for any reason. It is preferable to have
gaps in the sequence than the confusion that can result from changing numbers. Please
remember to enter this number wherever required on the coding form. It provides a useful
tool for initial data cleaning.

This item will be filled in for you as you receive each batch of cases and coding forms. The
codes identify the various sub samples, as follows: '

Personal data on the respondent/defendant can come from any number of sources. The
respondent/defendant's name, social security number, IDS number (where available), CIN
number, date of birth, gender, race and place of birth will come from the listing of cases we
receive from the AOC. We may eventually precode these items. A jail number pertaining to
the entry case will only exist if the person was detained after arrest and will be found in the
CJIS booking display or on the A-form. ‘

Item 1.1 Name: :

Enter the respondent/defendant's name in the order shown, last name, first name, middle
initial, leaving a space between these elements. Use all the blocks, splitting an element
between the first and second lines if you have to. E.g,, if the last name takes up most of the
first line and you can't get the first name on completely, begin it on the first line and continue
it on the second. However, if the last name takes up all but one block of the first line, leave
the last block empty (as a space) and continue on the second line.

Items 1.7 and 1.8: Race and ethnicity:

Generally the criminal justice records indicate race as simply 'B' for black, "W’ for white and
'O for other. We also want to be able to know whether persons are Hispanic. We will get a
place of birth code in our listing of cases which will identify persons born in Latin America.
In the past, we have assumed that persons with Spanish surnames are Hispanic. If you have
no other information, use this as a rule of thumb.

Item 1.10 Relationship to petitioner/victim: -

. This information may come from the arrest affidavit in the court file, from the Advocate
Program file's General Information of Presenting Problem, or from the Domestic Court
screening sheet (DCSS) in the State Attorney's files. If choices 1-6 do not cover the
situation, enter 10 or 11, whichever is appropriate, and write in what the relationship is. If
the relationship is parent/child be sure you code this item the right way around: i.e. what is
the respondent/defendant to the petitioner victim?

Item 1.11 With whom was res/def living at time of incident?
This information can also come from the DCSS.

Item 1.12 Was res/def employed at time of incident?

This item can be answered in greater or lesser detail, from a number of sources. There are
several possible sources for this information. The Arrest Affidavit (A-form) may show a
business address and occupation but may not indicate whether employment is full- or part-
time. If a source clearly states 'unemployed', enter '0'. If a source gives an indication of a job
but not whether full-time or part-time, enter '1'. If you can determine whether employment is
part-time or full-time, use codes 2’ or '3'. Codes 5, 6, 7 and 10 may be indistinguishable from
unemployed, but if the information is there use it.
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Item 1.13 Res/def's address at time of incident:

The ‘incident' is the event which generated this case, i.e. the arrest on a misdemeanor
domestic abuse charge and/or the violation of an mjunctlon The address may be found on A-
form or on the Advocate Program contract. Each item is left justified. Do not use leading
zeroes. Note that we have added "Apt #".

SECTION 2: PETITIONER/VICTIM INFORMATION:

Item 2.1 Name:

From the Advocate Program General Information of Presenting Problem, the DVCU intake
packet if there was an injunction or the Victim Report in the Advocate's files. Also the
Victim/Witness Data Sheet from the SAO files. Enter as you did for the previous section.

Item 2.2 Social Security Number
The DVCU intake packet or the Witness/Victim data sheet.

Item 2.4 Date of birth:

DVCU intake packet, the DCSS, General Information of Presenting Problem or
Witness/Victim Data Sheet. If you can only find an age, code the item missing and write the
age on the form.

Item 2.5 and 2.6 Race and ethnicity
DCSS or General Information. Follow same procedure as for respondent/defendant's race
and ethnicity.

Item 2.7 With whom was pet/vic living at time of incident?
DCSS.

Item 2.8 Was pet/vic employed at time of incident?
Witness/Victim Data Sheet. General Information of Presenting Problem gives a work phone.

Items 2.10-2.11 Pet/vic's addréss at time of incident
DCSS or Witness/Victim Data Sheet

SECTION 3: SUBSTANCE ABUSE INFORMATION:

In this section we ask you to write in, for each item, the source of the information. This is
also a section in which we would like to know both about the civil incident, if applicable, and
the criminal incident, and we would also like to know, if the information is available, about
both the respondent/defendant and the petitioner/victim. '

Items 3.1-3.6 Were drugs or alcohol used by either pa.rty prior to or at the tlme of the
incident.
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For information about the civil incident, if applicable, look at narratives of the incident in the
DVCU files. If there was no such incident, enter '8 in the first column of each item for not
applicable. If you can't make a determination, enter '9' for unknown. For the criminal
incident, look in the SAO file for an A-form if there was an arrest, and/or anything related to
the criminal contempt proceedings. The A-form has two boxes -- Influence of drugs' and
'Influence of alcohol' which may give you some of the information. It may not be possible to
determine whether the victim was also under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

Ttems 3.7-3.8: Are there prior reported incidents in which respondent/defendant or
petitioner/victim alcohol or drug abuse was noted?

I know of no specific place to find this information. It would like to know if you come
across it but we may have to drop or disregard these items. Column 1 refers to the
respondent/defendant, column 2 to the petitioner/victim. Most likely sources will be
narrative, in the civil files, the Advocate Program files, or the SAO files.

Items 3.9-3.12 Drug or alcohol use by either party according to any source.

Column 1 refers respondent/defendant information, column 2 refers to petitioner/victim
information, which we may not be able to find. Whatever source you find, interpret a simple
'ves' as meaning current use. The Advocate Programs Personal and Social History asks about
use in childhood/adolescence. Use this as an indication of past use. The modality analysis
asks about excessive and 'social' drinking and current drug use. The DCSS has an item about
drug and alcohol use by the respondent/defendant. The Advocate Program Contract form
also has an open-ended question about drug use.

Ttem 3.13 Has the respondent/defendant had a chemical dependency evaluation prior to this
incident?

The Advocate Program's General Information form asks this question. There may or may not
be information about date and results. If there is, please write in. If you can find information
about this elsewhere in the files, use it.

Ttem 3.14-3.15 Has either party been treated for drug abuse or alcohol abuse prior to this
incident? '

Again the General Information asks about this.” If there is any indication of when, write it in.
Also, if you find further information elsewhere, use it. Information about victim may be
difficult or impossible to obtain.

Ttems 3.16-3.19 Results of TASC evaluation:

Any paperwork on TASC evaluations will be found in the Advocate's Program files. There
may be more than one form for a file. For a date, use the first that you find. The forms’
provide little detail. They may indicate that the respondent/defendant 'denied use or abuse',
that he/she was referred to a lab for urinalysis or had a positive urinalysis and was referred to
treatment. We are told that all substance abuse cases are currently being referred to DSORT.
If the defendant/respondent did not show for the evaluation, enter 99997 for the date and '7"
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for all other items. If the defendant/respondent was not referred to TASC, enter 99998 and
8s, respectively.

Items 3.20-3.23 Results of DSORT evaluation:

These items reflect what is in the actual DSORT files. Because of the time it takes to obtain
and go through these files, we may decide not to do so. Items 3.20 and 3.21 come from the
SISAR intake form. Drug test information could probably be printed out for us, although
printouts should be in each client's file. Look for an initial drug test done on the intake date.

SECTION 4: MENTAL HEALTH HISTORY: |

This section asks about indications of mental health problems, counseling or treatment prior
to the arrest/incident. For items in this section, see the Advocate's files, the Domestic Court
Screening Sheet in the SAO files and/or (if the case had an injunction), the DVCU file.

Item 4.2 Has defendant/respondent ever received psychological counseling?

If there is indication of counseling at some time in the past but not ongoing at time of
incident, code '1"; if counseling was ongoing, code '2', if the defendant has received
counseling both at some time in the past and ongoing at the time of the incident, code '3'.

Item 4.3 Has respondent/defendant ever been in treatment for anger
The General Information in the Advocate's files asks about this. If it simply indicates 'yes',
code '1', assuming it was prior to this incident.

Item 4.4 Number of times respondent/defendant has been in batterer treatment

The General Information simply asks if the respondent/defendant has been in domestic
violence treatment (consider it the same). If yes, enter '7' for noted, number of times
unknown. If there is a DCSS in the SAO file, it asks more specifically how many times.
Write in when last, if information is available.

SECTION 5: CHILDREN:
One place to find most or all of this information for the criminal incident is the DCSS. If
there are no children in the relation, code all items '8' or '98'.

Ttem 5.3 Who had custody of children at time of incident
For column 1, look for the civil incident if there was one in the DVCU files. If not
applicable, enter '8'. For column 2, look at the DCSS.

Items 5.4-5.8 The AOC and the court files both will contain forms reporting child abuse,
with descriptions of what occurred. When such reports are filled out, HRS is called and there
is also a memo to file indicating this and whether or not HRS has taken the case. -

ENTRY CASE:

The entry case is the incident or incidents which brought this individual into our sample. For
the misdemeanor sample, the entry case may be a misdemeanor domestic violence charge
only, a misdemeanor domestic violence charge and a criminal contempt charge (if there was
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an active injunction at the time the offense was committed), or a criminal contempt charge
only, if an injunction was violated but no actual criminal offense was committed. The case
listings from which we draw our sample should tell us what category a case falls into. Code
case type accordingly. If there was a criminal charge other than or in addition to contempt,
complete Section 6, if not, code all items in Section 6 as not applicable (i.e., 8's, 98's,
99998s, etc.).

SECTION 6: CRIMINAL CHARGES:
Much of the information in this section can come from our case hstmgs (we may even do
some precoding,) from the A-form and from the case docket inquiry.

Item 6.2:; Criminal case number:
Case listings.

Item 6.3 Domestic Violence Police Case Number:
This will come from the A-form.

Item 6.4 Date of alleged offense:
A-form, cross-check with narratives in the Advocate Program files.

Item 6.5 Arrest date
A-form, case listings. Often this may be the same as Item 6.4 but do not assume this.

Item 6.6 Clerk's filing date:
Case listings.

Item 6.7 Booking date.
Case listings.

Item 6.8 Number of charges
A-form, case listings.

Item 6.9-6.11 Arrest charges

If there is more than one charge, enter charges in order of severity. The listing should give us
the charge severities. If there is more than one domestic violence charge with the same
severity grading, there may not be much to distinguish them. List them in the order in which
they appear. Do not list a criminal contempt charge here, but if you note it, be sure to fill in
the next section as well.

If there are fewer than three charges, enter '999998' and '8' for statute number and severity
respectively.

What if there are more than 3 charges:
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nmn

Usually when we do a coding form, we describe the charges in terms of "any of this," "any of
that." Since these are misdemeanor domestic violence cases, we expected the range of
charges to be limited (or they wouldn't be in this court). Also, when there is more than one
charge it is frequently a combination of one or two criminal charges with a contempt charge,
which gets described in the following section. Make sure that when there is more than one
charge, you code them in the order of seriousness. There shouldn't be much if anything 'left
over. But if you do find cases that you feel can't be adequately described by the coding form,
make a note in the margin and list the additional charges on the back. Attach a 'post-it' to
flag that form for us to look at or keep a running list of these (and any other) exceptional
cases.

Sources: Case listings, A-form

Ttem 6.12 If the case was bound-down from Circuit Court, enter the date. Our case listings
indicate previous case and next case. A previous felony case number will indicate a bind
down. You should be able to get the date from a docket inquiry for the previous case or
from the filing date of the misdemeanor case.

Item 6.13-6.15: Charges at County Court arraignment:
Our listing should give us this information. As with arrest charges, list in order of severity.

SECTION 7; CRIMINAL CONTEMPT:

Whenever there is an alleged violation of an injunction, regardless of whether the
defendant/respondent has been arrested, the petitioner/victim is referred to the State
Attorney's Office (SAO) where the complaint is received and the matter is investigated to
determine whether or not the violation was criminal or civil and whether or not there is just
cause to prosecute. If a respondent/defendant was arrested on a misdemeanor domestic
violence charge and there was an injunction in effect, then there is also a criminal contempt
charge. On the other hand, the respondent/defendant may have violated a condition of the
injunction — simply making contact with the victim — without committing anything that
would be a criminal offense under other circumstances. There would still be a criminal
contempt charge but not any other criminal offense.

The DCSS will indicate whether there was an injuriction in place at the time of the incident.
If there was, complete Section 7, if not, code all items as not applicable.

Ttem 7.1 Was there a criminal violation of a temporary or permanent injunction?
If you determine that there was an injunction in place, look in the AOC file to determine
whether this was a temporary or permanent injunction. )

Item 7.2 Civil Case Number:
From the AOC files. A case number is assigned as soon as a petition for an injunction is filed.
Also, the SAO files will probably have this information.
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Item 7.3 Criminal Case Number
Case listings, SAO files.

Item 7.4 Domestic Violence Police Case Number
Only if there was an arrest - see the SAO file for copy of A-form.

Item 7.5 Date of incident:
From the SAO file.

Item 7.6 Arrest date
A-form in SAO file.

Item 7.7 Date charges filed with SAO
SAO file

Item 7.8 Did State Attorney find probable cause?
SAO file or docket listing. Look for a suggestion and petmon for rule to show cause.

Item 7.9 Date of show cause hearing?

If the State Attorney finds probable cause, a hearmg is held to serve the respondent/defendant
with the Rule to Show Cause. Enter the date; you should be able to find it in the SAO file or
the docket listing. If there is no criminal contempt or if the answer to Item 7.8 was no and
the case was dropped, enter '999998' for 'not applicable'.

Items 7.10 7.30 Information about the injunction in effect and conditions violated:
Suggestion and petition for rule to show cause in SAO file. Note that, of the conditions
listed, the last four (Items 7.20-7.23) are only imposed under permanent injunctions. If the
injunction in question was temporary, code these items '8', not applicable.

SECTION 8: ALL CASES: CRIMINAL CHARGES AND/OR CONTEMPT:

This section again requires you to describe both a civil and a criminal incident. If there was
an injunction, column 1 refers to the incident which precipitated the petition for an injunction.
Look at the DVCU intake packet and the actual petition for the information. If there was no
civil incident, enter '8' in these columns. Column 2. refers to the criminal incident. Look at
the DCSS for injury to victim information, the A-form, the suggestion and petition for rule to
show cause, and possibly the General Information form in the Advocate's files.

You will notice that there are no 'missing' codes in this section. Information of this type is
usually mentioned if it applied or not mentioned if it didn't. If no source mentions injury to
the victim, or force or weapons involved, enter '0' for these items, unless of course the nature
of the charges implies one or more of these elements (e.g. 2 weapons charge).

This may be an appropriate place to add some codes. If you find that you can't determine the
degree of injury, for example, code '4' for 'yes, degree unspecified'.
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SECTION 9: CASE PROCESSING: PRETRIAL RELEASE
I'm not sure where we find out whether someone posted bond schedule bond - the booking
log?

For cases attending bond hearing, the bond hearing data screen will indicate the bond hearing
date, bond amount and disposition, and defense attorney. The case docket should show date
of pretrial release, if any.

SECTION 10: CASE PROCESSING: OUTCOMES
Most of this information can be obtained from the Docket Inquiry: the arraignment date, trial
date, disposition and disposition date. ' _

Item 10.1 Section number to which case was assigned:
The case listing shows a blind file section number and an alternate section number if the case
was transferred. This indicates the judge that the case was assigned to. Domestic Violence
cases are assigned to one of three misdemeanor sections, M006 (Judge Lederman), M00O7

- (Judge Dakis) or M016 (Judge Kravitz) (which for some reason only appears as an alternate
section). If the case listing indicates another section number for the blind file section number
but one of the above for alternate section number, use the alternate section number. If
neither section is one of the above, check the Docket Inquiry and/or Docket Display for some
indication of what happened -- e.g. that the case was either transferred in or out of another
court. If you can find no indication that the case was ever in a domestic violence section, set
it aside and let us know. This might be a case that doesn't belong in the sample.

Item 10.2 Arraignment date:
All cases except those with contempt charges whlch were dropped at the probable cause
stage will have an arraignment date. Check the docket display.

Item 10.3 Outcome at arraignment:

We haven't supplied the 'not applicable' code but if you find a case that didn't go to
arraignment (because it was dropped at the show cause stage), enter '8'. Check the docket
display for this information.

Item 10.4 Tnal date:
Only those cases in which the res/def pled not guilty should have a trial date. All others can
be coded '999998'; most of these will, in fact, have been resolved at arraignment.

Item 10.5 Most serious outcome of trial:

"Most serious" is a somewhat awkward concept. A conviction is clearly 'more serious' than a
dismissal, but what if the choice is between a dismissal and an acquittal or a diversion? The
choice then is a little more subjective but intuitively, some outcomes are of greater
significance than others. If you have multiple charges, the dismissal of some of them is of
less interest than the fact that the person was convicted of one or acquitted of one, or even
diverted on one. We aren't really interested in 'dropped/dismissed' unless all charges were
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dropped/dismissed. If the defendant was acquitted of one charge and convicted of another,
we want to know about the conviction,

Items 10.19-10.23
Copies of all court orders should be found in the clerks files and, I believe, also in the
Advocate's files if the case was referred.

SECTION 11: HISTORY OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE PRIOR TQO THIS INCIDENT
Item 11.1 Has respondent/defendant been physically violent or threatened violence toward
the petitioner/victim prior to this arrest/incident?

The DVCU intake packet asks this question specifically but this information relates to the
'civil' incident. You can begin here if the case involved an injunction. Even at the injunction
stage, violence may not have progressed beyond threats and this would tell you what you
need to know. Otherwise you'll have to look at narratives in the Advocate's file and possibly
the SAO file to see what you can find..

Item 11.2 First reported date of a prior domestic violence incident

The purpose of this item is to pinpoint the beginning of the cycle of violence. Check the
DCSS; also look for any files showing civil procedures. If dates are not complete, e.g. the
petitioner/victim recalls an incident that took place in May of '92, enter a code of '97" for the
portion of the date, most likely the day, that is unknown or uncertain.

Item 11.3 How long ago was first incident (as in 11.2), in months
If the pet/vic was unable to provide a date (item 11.2) there may at least be some indication
of how long ago the violence began.

Item 11.4 How frequency were violent incidents during year prior to current arrest/incident
The DCSS and the Advocate's assessment ask about how many previous violent incidents
with mate, over no specified period of time. I don't know if we can answer this question but
try DCSS or Advocate's files. '

Item 11.5 Has respondent threatened to lull petitioner/victim prior to this arrest/incident
DCSS, DVCU intake packet in AOC file if there was a civil incident.

Item 11.6 Did respondent/defendant own a gun at‘the time of arrest/incident?
DCSS or DVCU intake packet if there was a civil incident. If there was no civil incident or
the civil file(s) is/are no longer available, check the SAO file (the DCSS).

Item 11.7 Ifyes, has respondent/defendant threatened to use gun prior to this arrest/incident
Same as above. '

Item 11.8 Has respondent threatened to use, or use, other weapons prior to this
arrest/incident :
- Same as above and Advocate Program's Victim's Report.
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Item 11.9 Has respondent/défendant sexually abused petitioner/victim?
Advocate Program's Victim's Report

Item 11.10 At civil petition stage, did petitioner/victim note being in fear of -
respondent/defendant
DVCU intake packet if there was a civil incident.

Item 11.11 Number of times petitioner/victim reports having been physically injured by the
respondent/defendant prior to this arrest/incident
DVCU intake packet, Victim's Report,

Ttem 11.12 Most serious injury ever reported according to treatment required, prior to this
arrest/incident .
I'm not sure where to find this.

Item 11.13 Date of most recent domestic violence complaint/incident prior to this
incident/arrest
As in item 11.2, use a code of '97' for a portion of a date that is not reported.

Check the AOC files for recent civil complﬁints, also prior criminal cases and the DCSS.

SECTION 12: HISTORY OF CRIMINAL INVOL VEMENT

For each respondent/defendant you will print out a criminal history. On the printout, identify
the current case, (whether criminal charge criminal contempt or both). For the followmg
items consider all arrests occurring prior to the date of this arrest.

Item 12.1
For the first item, count all arrests (but not separate charges) prior to the current case.

Item 12.2
How many prior arrests, for any offense, within the past three years?

Items 12.3-12.20 Kinds of arrests:

For these items, look at only arrests occurring wnhm the past three years. If the arrest
involves one of the charges in question, e.g. disorderly conduct, count it for that item. If
there are no prior arrests, enter '00' for each kind of arrest.

Item 12.11 Other serious personal:
Serious personal offenses other than the ones coded separately include the following:
Murder
Voluntary manslaughter
Involuntary deviate sexual intercourse
Forcible rape
Kidnapping
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Assault by a prisoner
Arson with personal injury

Item 12.12 Drug charges:
For this item, count all arrests with any sort of drug charge (except drug paraphernalia
charges). Do not include alcohol charges.

There is obviously some overlap between this item and the next two. However you will not
always be able to tell if a charge was possession or sale/purchase so it is conceivable that you
will have more drug charges overall than the other two categories combined.

Ttem 12.13 Drug possession
Count all arrests with possession only charges.

Item 12.14 Drug sale/purchase
Count all arrests pertaining to drug sale/purchase charges (include trafficking).

Item 12.17 Other serious property
In addition to burglary which is listed separately, these include the following:
Arson
Causing/risking catastrophe
Auto theft
Theft over $1000

Ttem 12.18 Misdemeanor arrests
Count all arrests with charges no more serious than misdemeanor level. Do not count arrests
with felony level charges, even if they also include less serious offenses.

Item 12.19 Félony arrests
Count all arrests with felony level charges, even if they also include less serious charges.

Item 12.21 Prior convictions:
Using the same cutoff date, count all mentions of a charge followed by the word 'conviction'

Item 12.22 Prior convictions, past 3 years:
As with arrests, count only convictions occurring within the past 3 years.

Items 12.23-12.40 Kinds of prior convictions:
Count convictions for each type of charge.

Items 12.41-12.47 Prior arrest episodes during the past 3 years:
Begin with the most recent arrest occurring prior to the date of the entry case. Code the last

three arrest episodes from most recent to earliest, going back no more than three years,
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Items 12.42, 12.44, and 12.46

For each arrest episode, determine the most serious charge, if there is more than one charge.
Look at the severity grading of the charges. If more than one charge has the same grading,
the more serious is one involving a serious offense to the person or one involving injury to a
victim. Enter the statute number and severity of the charge. Finally, enter the appropriate
code if the charge was an attempt, a conspiracy or a solicitation to commit the offense in
question. Enter '0' is none of these or '8' if there was no episode.

Item 12.47 Most serious other arrest, past 3 yrs
If there were more than three prior arrests, look at the remaining arrests, determine which has
the most serious charge and describe it as above.

SECTION 13: PENDING COURT MATTERS INVOLVIN
RESPONDENT/DEFENDANT :

Item 13.1 Other criminal matters

The bond hearing screen indicates open cases. Enter '0' or the actual number or '6' for '6 or
more'.

Item 13.2 If yes, arrest date of most recent other criminal matter [mm/ddfyy] -
Look up this case in the criminal history.

Ttem 13.3 If yes, most serious charge, other criminal matters
Follow the same procedure for determining most serious charge as for prior arrests.

Items 13.4-13.9 . ,

Pending civil matters are listed in the DVCU intake packet. This may be used, obviously, if
there was a civil matter, and if very little time has elapsed since the injunction. Also try the
SAO file.

SECTION 14 RESPONDENT/DEFENDANT'S HISTORY OF CIVIL INVOLVEMENT
Because of the way DVCU files are maintained, by petitioner name, and because civil records
do not work quite the same way as criminal (i.. it doesn't appear to be possible to print out a
person's ‘civil history’), this section may be a somewhat involved, manual process. We ar
limiting the civil history to the past two years. This will be somewhat trial and error and we
obviously still need some help with the information system. Begin with a name index display
to identify cases the party has been involved in, then go to docket displays and manual files to
get the details of the cases and information on violations and violation hearings. Remember
toexclude the injunction related to the incident/arrest that brought the case into our sample.
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SECTION 15: ADVOCATE PROGRAM INTAKE AND ASSESSMENT
All of this information comes directly from the Advocate Program's files.

Items 15.1-15.5
From the contract.

Item 15.6-Problems identified:
There is no specific form or place for these items. You will have to tease these out of the
counselor's summary notes and recommendations. '

Item 15.7 Recommendations -

I believe there is a separate form for these which I don't see in any of the example files we
have. In a probation case, the Advocate will go back to the court and get a court order for
any recommended modifications in program, to make them enforceable. Recommendations
may be for alcohol or drug treatment if the court did not already order it, psychiatric
evaluation or psychiatric treatment not available as part of the domestic violence program.

ONE YEAR FOLLOW-UP FOR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE GROUP FROM DATE OF
DIVERSION OR PROBATION

SECTION 16: TREATMENT PROGRAM OUTCOMES: BATTERER TREATMENT
(ONE YEAR FOLLOW-UP)

Information for this section will come from the Advocate's files. If the respondent/defendant
attended more than one treatment program, be sure that for this section you only look at
batterer treatment. Make any notes in the margins that you think might help to explain what
is going on. Be sure that the dates follow a logical sequence. When you enter a date last
seen, please be sure that it really was the date last seen, at least during our follow-up period.
If you need help piecing together the treatment story, ask Connie McNelis. I have tried to
allow for all of the things she told me might happen in the course of treatment, all of the
things that might get a person revoked and about as many readmissions as she told me are
common practice. Before we get too far along not more than a few test cases — we want
to be sure that this section works.

Item 16.1 Program or treatment provider
Enter the same number that you entered in the ﬁrst part of item 15.9.

Item 16.2 Date of first admission
Enter the date that the respondent/defendant reported for intake the first time.

Item 16.3 Treatment attendance (number of sessions)
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Violations reported:
Item 16.4 Never reported to required program.

Questions worded in the negative are best avoided because codes are confusing ( 'no, never
reported'?; 'yes, never reported'?). However the wording "reported to required treatment
program" also proved to be too ambiguous. On treatment provider forms you may see the
statement Never reported to required program” with a box to be checked off. This means
not that the person missed a session or two but that he or she simply never showed up for
intake. Forget about trying to figure out the meaning of 'no and 'yes'. If the box is checked
off (or the counselor has written 'never reported to required program!, enter 'I'. If the box is
not checked and/or there is nothing mentioned in the case notes, enter '0' to indicate that this
infraction did not occur. Remember, this means that the person did not show, ever.

Item 16.5 First date not reporting for group

Item 16.15 Number of times battery, same victims:

This item refers only to incidents occurring during the course of treatment. A certain amount
of this is apparently, not tolerated, but not grounds for immediate revocation either, since this
is the behavior for which the person is in treatment. Look for and count references to
separate incidents in the case notes and record the date that the first infraction of this type is
mentioned (not necessarily the date that the battery occurred).

Items 16.20-16.25 Revocation and readmission dates:

Connie McNellis indicated that respondent/defendants had been readmitted to the program 'as
many as three times' which suggested that more often was unlikely. If you find anyone with
more revocations and readmissions, we will know from the numbers in items 16.18 and

16.19. Record the additional dates on the back of that page of the coding form (so as not to
confuse the keypunchers unnecessarily). There shouldn't be many cases like this. We can
then always go back and do something with this information if we choose.

Item 16.26 Last date seen:

The last date that the program had any contact with the res/def, within the one-year follow-
up. Please note that this implies loss of contact, either because the person dropped out, was
revoked, transferred or graduated. Do not enter the last date of contact within the time
period for someone who continued to attend after the follow-up period.. Enter '999998' for
persons who were never seen or '00000' for persons who are still active.

Item 16.27 Last termination type as of end of follow-up

Item 16.28 Last termination date: '
Look for the last date within the one-year follow-up period that the respondent/defendant
was terminated, by whatever means and for whatever reasons. If he/she successfully
completed the program, that is also a termination. If the person is still active, code this item
'999998' for not applicable. If you can't find a complete date but perhaps only month and
year, enter what you have and code '97' for the day.
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SECTION 17: TREATMENT PROGRAM OUTCOMES: DRUG OR ALCOHOL
TREATMENT (ONE YEAR FOLLOW-UP) '

For this section, follow essentially the same procedures as for Section 17. Information will
probably come through TASC but will be found, as for the above, in the Advocate's files.
Date of intake, date last seen and dates of revocation and readmission can probably be
double-checked on the CMS screens. As with the above section, please be sure that the dates
'make sense'. '

Item 17.9: For this item, indicate in the first set of columns the primary program to which the
respondent/defendant was referred. For most, this will be some type of batterer treatment,
although persons with substance abuse problems have been referred to DSORT as the
primary and only treatment program. For the second set of columns, there may be no second
treatment provider. If not, enter '98' for not applicable. Although AA or NA are not, strictly
speaking, treatment providers, we have been informed that defendants who have already been
in one of these groups may be required to continue attending as a condition of probation.
Note that while the Advocate's Program assesses all domestic violence court defendants and
makes treatment recommendations and referrals, they also are a treatment provider.

SECTION 18: REARRESTS DURING ONE YEAR FOLLOW-UP

For rearrest follow-up you will use the same criminal histories that you used for the criminal
history. Be certain enough that enough time has elapsed since the diversion or probation date
to give you a full one year follow-up. The procedure is much the same as for criminal
histories. Find the case that brought the individual into our sample. Do not count it. Do
count any rearrest thereafter but nothing more than one year to the day from the start of
diversion or probation. For up to four individual rearrest episodes (the first three and the
last), we ask a little more detail. If you cannot get all the information from the criminal
history, use the case number to look up the docket display. You will notice that in addition
to charge, severity and intent CACS') we ask about injury to a victim, weapons involved and
whether or not the charge was a drug charge. Injury to victim can be assumed in certain
offenses like aggravated assault, battery, obviously murder and manslaughter, and rape. 'For
other charges you would have to look at the police report. If we can find the information, it
would be useful to know the level of injury to the victim. For the weapons column, you may
also need a-police report to determine whether, for.a charge that was not a weapons charge
as such, a weapon was threatened or used. You can assume that a weapon was involved for
certain charges where a weapon is part of the charge description (e.g. armed robbery). If you
can't determine whether the weapon was threatened or actually used, enter '3' for unspecified.
For both injury and weapons, if you have no information one way or the other, code the item
as'9". Finally, for the drug column, if the charge was a drug charge, determine from the
charge description whether it was a possession or a sale/purchase offense. Code 'l' or '2'
respectively. If you can't determine which, enter '3' for unspecified drug charge. If there was
no rearrest episode, either a first or a second or a third. enter '999998' for the charge and '8'
for each of the associated variables. Enter valid values for the last rearrest' variable only if
there were rearrests beyond the first three.
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SECTION 19: SUBSEQUENT CIVIL INVOLVEMENTS

Look in the DCVU files for any subsequent petitions for injunctions entered against the
defendant/respondent during the one year follow-up period. A subsequent revision of the
coding form will indicate whether or not these petitions were granted. Motions to extend or
modify existing injunctions would be filed with the original injunction paperwork. If there
was no original injunction, code these items as not applicable. Subsequent civil violations
may be related to either an earlier injunction or to a subsequent injunction.

SECTION 20: FAILURES TO APPEAR DURING ONE YEAR FOLLOW-UP

' 'When a defendant fails to make a required court appearance, the judge issues either a bench

" warrant (in misdemeanor court) or an alias capias (for felony court appearances). In the
following section we allow for both non-Domestic Violence Court and Domestic Violence
Court appearances, for defendants who may have court matters besides Domestic Violence
court. I know that bench warrant issuances are noted in the docket display. I don't know if
this is the best source or if there is anyway to obtain bench warrants and alias capiases for any
defendant for any cases in which he/she may be involved.

Items 20.1-20.5 Bench warrants for non-Domestic Violence Court appearances.
If the defendant had no misdemeanor non-Domestic Violence Court appearances, enter
999998 for each date.

Ttems 20.6-20.10 Alias Capiases for non-Domestic Violence Court appearances.
Same as above. If there were no appearances or no alias capiases, enter 999998 for the
dates.

Items 20.11-20.15 Bench warrants for Domestic Violence Court appearances.
Check the docket display for the domestic violence case.

SECTION 21: JUDICIAL REVIEW HEARINGS

Identify review (report) hearing in the docket display. The first hearing should take place
about 60 days after intake into the diversion or probation program. Thereafter hearings are
scheduled enly when a problem presents itself.” If we have not provided enough options for
hearing outcomes, please write in notes which will help us to modify the form. List hearings
in chronological order, from earliest to latest.

The
case may have been nolle prossed or sealed (QRU). If the case is sealed, you will probably
find no information for it at all in the CJIS -- however, our listing file includes and will
indicate sealed cases. If diversion or probation was revoked, enter the date revoked in Item
22.4 and try to determine the reason. Look in the Advocate Program file form the last letter
of 'Intention to Revoke'. Unless the case is still open, determine the date of the last action
within the follow-up period and enter in Item 22.5.

SECTION 23 AND 24: OFFENDER MONTHLY PROGRESS REPORTS:

The Advocate's files contain monthly reports submitted by treatment providers. The coding
form reflects exactly what is on most of the forms, although some forms submitted by TASC
omit sessions required, attended and missed. Place the forms in chronological order and
record from earliest to latest. Use Section 23 for batterer treatment and section 24 for
substance abuse treatment. If there is no batterer treatment provider, code all items as not
applicable and enter only section 24. ’
