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INTRODUCTION

This is the tenth in a series of quarterly reports on
the state of crime ond justice in South Australia.

It was produced with the co-operation of the Police
Department, administrative personnel of the Supreme
and District Criminol Courts, the Department of
Correctional Services, and the Department for Community
Welfare. These reports are intended to provide public
officials with systematic and timely information for
use in decision moking, and to enhance public awareness
of issues in crime and criminal policy.

The report which follows is divided into four sections,
pertaining to Police, Supzeme and District Criminal
Courts, Correctionol Services, and the juvenile justice
activity of the Deportment for Community Welfare. Each
section reflects the activity of the relevant deport-
ment during the period, covered by the report, Ist
Jonuary-31st March, 1981.

It must be emphasised that these tables do not purport
to represent the flow of business through the justice
system. For example, a number of offences coming to
the attention of the Police will not lead to appre-
hensions and court proceedings until aofter the period
covered by this report. For these reasons this

report is analogous to four snapshots rather than to
motion picture.

In addition, accounting practices differ across
contributing departments. For example, in

Table 1.2, the incidence of rape kriown to Police
includes reported attempts. In returns from
Supreme and District Criminal Courts, the offences
of rape and attempted rape are counted separately,
and no distinction is made regarding the victim's
gender. Moreover, the totals in Part One reflect
distinct offences, a number of which may have
been committed by the same person, and the totals
in Part Two reflect distinct defendants, who may
have been singly or jointly charged with one or
more offences. Comparisons between departments
are thus inappropriate. More detailed explanations
of these counting rules and definitions may be
found in Appendices.
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PART 1
POLICE  DEPARTMENT
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The Australian Bureou of Statistics, in cooperation
with police departments throughout the Commonwealth,
has recently developed a more detailed classification
of selected cffences, as part of their programme to
esteblish a system of uniform statistics on crime
and criminal justice in Australia. Tables 1.1
through 1.5 show the number of selected offences
coming to the attention of the South Australian
Police during the three months covered by this report,
and provide comparisons with previous quarterly
totals, when available.

Totals for the current quarter include two sets of
numbers. The first includes only those offences
reported or becoming known to the police during the
period 1st January-31st March, 1981. The second
set of figures, enclesed in parentheses, reflects
those offences which come to the attention of the
police prior to 31st December, 1980 but had yet to
be recorded as of that date.

With the attainment of more detailed classification,
and consistency in processing and recording, stricter
comparability over time should be possible.

Even so, these figures are to be interpreted with
caution. As not all offences are reported to the
police, variations from quarter to quarter might,

in part, reflect changes in reporting behaviour
rather than in the incidence of crime per se. More-
over, although the definitions of a particular crime
may be explicit, the charging practices may vary
according to circumstances and subjective judgment.
For example, the distinction between "other robbery"
and "larceny from the person" is not always clear
cut. Borderline cases may give rise to the more
serious or to the lesser charge.

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Moreover, not all crimes are reported to the police,
and the magnitude of the "dark figure of unreported
crime" ccn vary over time. Factors which increase
the likelihood that a crime will be reported

include public confidence in the police, whether

the crime was committed by a stranger, and the
degree of physical injury or property loss inflicted
upon the victim. With regard to the serious driving
of fences reported in Table 1.5, totals reflect not
only the driving behaviour of offenders, but also
police enforcement practices.

Statistics on homicide known to police are generally
regarded as the most reliable., .The rate of murder
and manslaughter coming to police attention over the
past year in South Australia, just over 1 per
100,000 population, is low by Awstralian and world
standards. A more detailed report on homicide and
serious assault in South Australia will be published
later this year.

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PART 2
SUPREME AND DISTRICT CRIMINAL COURTS

1.
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This section of the report includes returns from Supreme
and District Criminal Courts, ond thus concerns only the
more serious criminal matters heard in South Australia.
The vast mojority of criminal cases are heard in Courts
of Summary Jurisdiction, and are the subject of special

reports, published twice yearly.

Beginning 1st July, 1980, the Office of Crime
Statistics began collecting more detailed
information on Supreme and District Criminal Court
matters. This expanded coverage includes particulars
of the defendant's background, information on the
duration of proceedings, remands, and details of
case outcomes. These data are now stored in a
computer file, thus permitting more refined analysis
than was previously possible.

In addition to regular quarterly returns, a special
report covering the twelve months ending 30th June,
1981 will be published later this year. Information
from this system will be made available to members
of the Judiciary upon request, ond to other
auvthorised persons on a fee for service basis.

Tables 2.1 through 2.4 show the principal charge laid,
the plea entered, and the outcome of proceedings for
specific offences during the quarter ended 31st March,
1981. Tables 2.5 through 2.8 show the major penalty
imposed upon defendants convicted of specific

- principal offences during the quorter.

In many instances, more than one penalty is imposed
following conviction for a given principal offence,
For example, it is not uncommon for a term of
imprisonment 'to be suspended, and accompanied by a
period of supervised probaticn. Tables 2.9 through
2,12 summorise all penalties imposed upon conviction
for each principal offence.

The mean sentence of immediate imprisonment refers to
the average term imposed upon those sent to prison;
the median reflects the middle value of a set of
sentences: half were for longer periods, and half
were for shorter.

Table 2.13 summarises the time elapsed for various
types of cases as they passed through the judicial
process. In some instances, the inordinate duration
of a case results from prolonged illness or dis-
appearance of the accused prior to disposition.

For this reason, the median rather than the mean
duration provides a more informative picture of

the typical time elapsed during the adjudication

of a particular matter. Again, the median represents
the midpoint of a set of cases: half of the cases
took longer, and half took less. The mean, on the
other hand, is the simple arithmetic average
duration of a set of cases.

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Table 2.16 provides a genresal overview of higher
court dispositions during the quarter. During
1980, 89% cfiall defendants charged in the higher
courts were ultimately convicted. 85% of these
convictions arose from pleas of guilty by the
defendant. Thus, 75% of all higher criminal court
dispositions during the year were convictions
resulting from pleas of guilty. Aside from a
slight increase in the likelihood of conviction
following a plea of not guilty, these patterns

do not differ noticeably from those observed
during 1979.

Some 15% of all prisoners in custody at 31st March,
were on remand. The current rate of remandees per
100,000 population (9.4) remains higher than the
nationwide average of 7.2,

Some 30.5% of all persons received into custody
under sentence during the quarter were Aboriginal.
This, however, does not represent the racial
composition of the South Australian prison
population on any given day. Because a significant
proportion of Aboriginal prisoners serve relatively

short sentences, Aborigines constitute between 10

and 15 percent of the prison population at any one
time. These enumerations however, do not include
persons held in police custody; proportional
Aboriginal presence in all places of detention

in South Australia may well be somewhat greater.

Readers should be aware that Table 3.3 now reflects
only new admissions to prison, and no longer
includes change of status admissions or new
sentences commenced by currently serving prisoners.

APPENDIX II - DEFINITIONS

Tables 1.1 to 1.5:

The following notes describe the more detailed
classification of offences developed by the

Australian Bureau of Statistics in cooperation

with the state police forces. They also permit
comparison with the more general categories in
previously published reports.

Homicide - This group now includes the offence

"Conspiracy to Murder". The offence "Mans-
loughter" does not include "Cause Death by
Negligent Driving" which is now separately
categorised. Thus the offences, Manslaughter
and Cause Death by Negligent Driving, need to
be combined for comparisons with previous
statistics for Manslaughter.

Assaults - The report now includes all cases
of assault. The previous category of Serious
Assault has been redefined as Assault
Occasioning Grievous Bodily Harm and Assault
Occasioning Actual Bodily Harm.

Rape ~ This category has been redefined to
regIect the victim's gender, i.e. Rape
(Female) and Rape (Male). It includes
attempts.

Other Sexual Offences - This group includes
buggery, gross indecency and indecent
exposure.

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Other Offences Against The Person - This group
includes, abortion, concealment of birth,
defamation, threat of violence, arson (person
therein) and other acts endangering life.

Robbery - The robbery offence group has been
redefined into three sub-groups viz, Robbery
with Firearm, Robbery with other Weapon and
Other Robbery.

Fraud and Misappropriation -~ The statistics for
this group are comparable with the statistics
published in previous quarters. However the
sub-classification has been amended. The
previous sub-group, Pass Valueless Cheques,

is now incorporated in the sub-group, Fraud,
Forgery, and False Pretences.

Other Theft - This sub~group includes, stock
theTt, stealing other animals, stealing from
motor vehicles, theft or unlawful use of boats,
aircrafts or other vehicles other than motor
vehicles, lost or stolen, and any other theft
not included elsewhere.

Arson - This offence is the unlawful and wilful
or malicious setting fire to any building or any
other property (such as vehicles, aircraft,
vessels, mines, fences, crops, grass, grazing
and forest land) where no person is there within.

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Other Property Damage - The group, Other Property
Damage, includes damage or injury to Government
or private property, malicious damage, and
killing or injury of animals other than with the
intent to steal.

Driving Under the Influence of Alcohol or Drugs -
This oftence only refers to the use of motor
vehicles. It includes refuse to supply blood/
alcohol test sample and refuse breath test.

Tables 2,1-2, 6:

The offence categories used in these statistical
tables include the offences shown and are defined
as follows:

- Murder

- Attempted Murder

- Manslaughter: (Other than Motor vehicle).

Ma jor Assault - Any assault involving the use
of a weapon or csmmitted in company with
another person; and any assault causing, or
which might reasonably have caused, serious
physical or mental injury. Serious injury
includes any condition which would normally

be regarded as requiring treatment by a medical
practitioner. It would therefore include:

(1) any injury resulting in detention in
hospital as an in~-patient for the primary
purpose of treatment;

(2) fractures, concussions, internal injuries,
severe cuts or stabs requiring stitching,

(3) severe general shock requiring medical
attention.
